MINISTERIAL RESOLUTION NO. 29 OF 2012 

BANNING THE REPAIR OF DAMAGED VEHICLES
The Minister of Commerce & Industry,

Having seen the Law No. 32 of 1969 organizing the commercial ship licenses and amending laws thereto; and

Law Decree No. 67 of 1976 on traffic law and its executives bylaw and the amending laws thereto; and

The Law No. 10 of 1979 on the Supervision on Trading in commodities and fixing the rates of some of them; and

Law Decree No. 68 of 1980 promulgating the Commercial Law and amending laws thereto; and

Law No. 62 of 2007 combating the cheating in commercial transactions; and

The Letter of Ministry of Interior No. 131 dated 5.1.2012 banning the repair of damaged vehicles as a result of accidents without obtaining a written permission; and

Ministry of Interior Resolution No. 928 of 2004 on issuing a written permission for repairing damaged vehicles as a result of accidents; and

Ministerial Resolution No. 76 of 2002 banning the repair of damaged vehicles as a result of accidents without obtaining a written permission; and

Ministerial Resolution No. 443 of 2011 forming a work teamfor reconsidering the Ministerial Resolutions related to commercial control; and

Upon the requirements of the public interest; and

Hereby decides :
ARTICLE 1

Vehicle repairing workshops and all craftsmen who are working in this activity are prohibited to make any repairs for any vehicle resulting from a traffic accident or change the vehicle colour in any way whatsoever unless they obtain a written permission in this respect issued by the competent authority at the Ministry of Interior. 
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ARTICLE 2
All commercial, crafts,  industrial shops and workshops are banned to make shading in the glass for vehicles in such way which is contradictory to the provision of the traffic law and its executive bylaw.
ARTICLE 3

The persons mentioned in Article 2 above are not allowed to change the car meter reading or play with the same.

ARTICLE 4
All vehicle showrooms and used vehicle selling shops are banned to fix any notice or sign board on the offered vehicles  and cars for sale which shows the following:

1.  Vehicle selling price.

2. Vehicle meter reading (KM/miles per hour)

3. Vehicle chasis number.

4. Vehicle plate number, if any.

ARTICLE 5
Ministerial Resolution No. 76 of 2002 shall be cancelled.

ARTICLE 6

The necessary legal actions should be taken against whoever violates the provisions of this resolution.

ARTICLE  7

All officials, each within his jurisdiction, shall implement this Resolution which shall be  operative as from the date of its issuance and it shall be published in the Official Gazette.
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
